Jtem No.4 CONSIDERATION OF THE ANNUAL REPORT OF THE INSTITUTION FOR THE
YEAR 1988-89

13. The President observed that submission of the draft Annual Report
for the year 1988-89 had been badly delayed. He desired that in future the

reports may first be put up to the F&A Committee and then be placed before

the Board, together with the recomrendation of the Committee. The Report for

1988-89%9 may therefore be put up to F&A Committee in the first instance.
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8. The proposed Jnvestment Policy was discussed at length and the
Board appreciated the view point of the Institution that it could not afford
to 'keep its fundsidle awaiting investment in FIBs which are made through
auction held on monthly basis.
9. Mr. Javed Saifullah commented that the Government policy regarding]
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14. The Board further decided that the appointment of Auditors, in

future, may be made sufficiently before the closing of annual accounts so that

the report of the auditors is received during the month of December at the

latest and accordingly the Annual Report for the preceding financial year

is also drafted by 31lst December each year.

15. The Board also decided that the Annual Report for year 1989-90

may be prepred by the end of July and put up to the F&A Committee immediately

for examination and the Annual Report for the year 1990-91 may be prepared by
31st December, 1991.

Item No.5 CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL OF THE ANNUAL ACCOUNTS OF THE
INSTITUTION FOR THE YEAR 1989-90.

16. Taking up the item for consideration, the President observed that
the F&A Committee had appreciated the financial control exercised by the

Institution and the expense ratio has also decreased. The Board commended the
management of the Institution for exercising strict financial control and

approved the Annual Accounts for the Institution for the year 1989-90.

Ttem No.6 CONSIDERATION OF CAR RENTAL SCHEME OF THE INSTITUTION.

17. The consideratioin of this item was deferred by the Board as

reccmmended by the F&A Committee.

Item No.7 CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL OF THE REVISED BUDGET ESTIMATES OF THE
INSTITUTION FOR THE YEAR 1990-91 AND THE PROPOSED BUDGET ESTIMATES
FOR THE YEAR 1991-92.

18. Mr. Mukhtar Ahmed informed the Board that the F&A Committee had
very thoroughly examined the Budget Estimates proposed by the Institution and
in the light of the policy of the Government recommended reduction in the
proposed expenditure whereever it found that the reduction was necessary. As
regards creation of new posts and opening of new offices it was not possible
to be considered in the light of ban imposed by the Government. He, however,
advise the Institution to bring up the reguirement as a development project
for consideration , if the requirement of manpower was considered essential.
Mr. Arshad Tanveer state that it was a very anomalous situation fhat even

the posts which were approved by the Board considering it to be essential are
not allowed to be filled-in. He further reiterated that the Institutiion
which is service oriented and is doing excellent work by effecting strict

financial control , making huge amount of income and maintaining lower

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expense ratio, should not be given the same treatment and regulation which
are being applied to badly managed, loss incumring Institutions. Mr. Nabi
Ahmed asserted that the situation of the manpower requirement of the Institu-
tion was of a different nature than that in the Government. The Institution

is a service oriented organisation and the settlement of claims of 0ld-Age

manpower requirement imperative without which the efficiency cannot be main-

tained.

19. Mr. S. Barkatullah informed that as agreed in the F&A Committee
efforts are being made to obtain the services of qualified manpower on depu-
tation from other organisations, failing which request would be made to the

Labour Division to obtain the required manpower from the Surplus Pocl set up

in the Establishment Division. The acute need of the Institutiion for neces-

sary manpower was appreciated by the Board and it was agreed that the vacant

posts available in the Institution may be filled up by obtaining the services

and Invalidity Pension cases are incsreasing day by day, making the additional]

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of suitable persons on deputation from other organisations or request may be

made through Labour Division to seek manpower from surplus pool set up in the

Establishment Division.

20. Mr.S. Barkatullah pointed out that as requested by the Institutior
purchase of two cars and an additional vehicle Nissan Sunny was recommended
by the F&A Committee. He requested that in view of the need of a wide-body
stronger vehicle to be placed at Islamabad for the toring purposes and staff
duty in the north, the Board may kindly consider to approve a Jeep which
~ould carry 4 to 5 persons conveniently including personal effects of the

touring Officers. The Board agreed to his request and approved the purchase

of Jeep instead of Nissan Sunny.

21. The contribution target of Rs.580 million for the year 1991-92

recommended by the F&A Committee was approved by the Board.

In the
past the Board had very seriously considered this issue and decided to
get these closed nnits de-registered but there seems to bhe little pro-
gress in this regard. Mr. S. Barkatullah taking the floor informed that
the de-registration of the closed units is a very menastive matter. A
huge amount of arrears is being shown against these units out of which
some of the units are still operating but with a changed name or trade
It is, therefore, not that easy to get these establishments de-regis-
tered. Morenver, the pr;cedure which was suggested by the Board is so
cumbersome that the requirement cannot conveniently be completed. Thera
fore, the Board may in its wisdom extend advice in this regard. After
detailed discussion it was agreed that the Members of the Boxrd of
Trustees of the respective Province representing the employers and
employees with the concerned Regional jlead who will alsoe act as Secre-
tary td the Copmittee may consider and recommend to the Badard for de-
registration of such closed units which do not exist and also suggest
future course of action with regard to the recovery of arrears. Mr:
Javed saifullah suggested the performance of the Institution should be
brought before the Board in all the meetings for consideration., Mr. §.
Barkatullah informed the Board that exhaustive report regarding the

detailed activities of different faculties of the Institution are being
